At Allendale Elementary, we are always striving to make our students the best that they 
can be and prepare them for their futures.  In an effort to keep up with the State Standards, we 
are currently putting an emphasis on mathematics.  We are finding that many of our students are 
still having difficulty with the basic math facts that they need in order to be successful in math 
and in life.  We have a computer program, Math Facts in a Flash, to help students work on math 
fact fluency. 

In order to make mastering math facts more appealing to the students, we have developed 
an incentive system.  If a student passes 4 test levels in a single month, his/her name gets entered 
into a cumulative drawing which is held at the conclusion of that month.  Each month, we have a 
raffle drawing live on our internal television network to select the winning student from the 
collection of earned tickets.  The entire class of the winning student is included in our monthly 
Math Thrill, which is made possible by local businesses.
